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The Water Quality Report or “Consumer Confidence Report” is required by the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) each year for all water systems across the nation. This report includes monitoring data results from the year 2021,
which is designed to inform you about the quality of the water. We are proud to report that our drinking water is safe and
meets federal and state requirements.

QUALITY BEGINS AT OUR SOURCE

All of the water we process comes from two confined wells in the Magothy aquifer. The installation of two wells
allows us to alternate between the wells during the year and maintain or repair one without disruption of service to the
community. The raw water from the wells enters an aeration process and lime is added at this point to help with
coagulation of the natural minerals in the water. The water then goes through a flocculation, sedimentation and filtration
process to remove the iron from the raw water. Chlorine is added to kill harmful bacteria and viruses before the water is
sent to the storage facilities and delivered to your house.

The Water Company does not add fluoride to their treatment process.

FACTS YOU SHOULD KNOW

The Sherwood Forest Water Company routinely monitors for contaminants in your drinking water according to
Federal and State laws. As water travels over the land or underground, it can pick up substances or contaminants such as
microbes, inorganic and organic chemicals, and radioactive substances. All drinking water, including bottled drinking
water, may be reasonably expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. It's important to remember that
the presence of these contaminants does not necessarily pose a health risk.

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Immuno-
compromised persons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ
transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk
from infections. These people should seek advice about drinking water from their health care providers.

Lead in drinking water is primarily from materials and components associated with home plumbing.

The Sherwood Forest Water Co is responsible for providing high quality drinking water, but cannot control the
variety of materials used in indoor plumbing components. When your water has been sitting for several hours, you can
minimize the potential for lead exposure by flushing your tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes before using water for drinking or
cooking. If you are concerned about lead in your drinking water, you may wish to have your water tested. All houses tested
this past year did not have lead. none of our material for main or service lines have lead.

The following table shows the results of our monitoring during 2021. Some of the data, though representative, is
more than a year old, due to the monitoring schedules.

In the table you will find many terms and abbreviations you might not be familiar with so to better understand
these terms we have provided the following definitions:
Parts per million (ppm or mg/L) - corresponds to one ounce in 7,350. gallons of water.

Parts per billion (ppb or ug/L) - corresponds to one ounce in 7,35000 gallons of water.

Picocuries per Liter (pCi/L) - a measure of radiation

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG) — is the level of a contaminant in drinking water below which there is no
known or expected risk to health. MCLGs allow for a margin of safety.

Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) — is the highest level of a contaminant allowed in drinking water. MCLs are set as

close to the MCLGs as feasible using the best available treatment.

As you can see by the table, our system had no violations. We are pleased that your drinking water meets or exceed all
Federal and State requirements.
